Definition of Franche 726 & FCPS Foundation Stage:

Franche 726 consists of Tots@726, Little Franche, Wraparound, Chestnut Children’s Centre & 726 unit.  Franche 726 provides extended services which integrate with the Franche Community Primary School Foundation Stage setting.  The policy hereon in refers to the aforementioned settings as applicable to this policy.  
Statement of Intent:

In the event that a child is not collected by an authorised adult at the end of a session or day, the setting puts into practice agreed procedures.  These ensure the child is cared for safely by an experienced and qualified practitioner who where possible is known to the child.

Aim: 
In the above situation we will ensure that the child receives a high standard of care in order to cause as little distress as possible. Parent’s and carers have access to the    procedures per setting.  
Policy:
By the time the setting closes if a child is uncollected the manager on duty will attempt to contact the parent / carer or emergency contact if parent/carer is unavailable, as stated on the initial registration information provided.

If  contact is made but the child cannot  be collected within a reasonable  time period, the parent/carer must be  informed that alternative arrangements must be made and  in the event they cannot do  so the situation  should be referred to social  services  as referred to below.

If contact cannot be made a senior member of staff and one other member of staff must remain on site with the child.
The most senior person must attempt to contact the  parent/carer or the stated emergency contact during  this  time for 30 minutes  after  the  session finishes  If contact is unsuccessful  the  most senior person will contact social services via Children’s Service Access Centre and  follow  advice given.
